Users not getting newest form:

If you, or a requestor, are having problems opening up one of the request forms, then there is a problem with the local copy of the form.  (Appears to happen after the upgrade to Office 2003, but could occur at other times.)

To clear the local copy of the form, hear are the steps from Microsoft

1. On the Tools menu, click Options, and then click the Other tab. 

2. Click Advanced Options. 

3. In the Advanced Options box, click Custom Forms.  

4. In the Custom Forms box, click Manage Forms.  

5. In the Forms Manager box, click Clear Cache.  

(If this does not work/ they do not have the button, then have them manually delete all the files from:

C:\Documents and Settings\USERID\Local Settings\Application Data\Microsoft\FORMS

1)  First close Outlook

2)  Then goto My Computer and open open up that folder.

3)  Then delete all files and folders

4)  If all the files/folders cannot be deleted, then reboot the computer, close Outlook, and then try to delete the files/folders.)
