· Hide Order # from Order Details. Not needed in this cascade

· Open Order Details – Show calculated column cExtendedPrice
· Open Employee table – Show calculated column cFullName
· Templates – Application Parts

· Forms – More Forms
· Show that several are not available
· Choose a table
· Create a datasheet form and discuss advantages over a table or straight select query
